W e come to Mass to have an encounter with the Divine. We leave behind the world with all our 
anxieties and worries as we walk through the front 
door of the church, and come into the presence of God 
to experience Him in the silence of our hearts and in 
common worship. 
In this noisy world, we definitely need quiet time. 

We might fail to hear Godôs voice in the noise that 
surrounds us. As you walk into the church, please be 
mindful of those who are already in church and are in 
prayer, preparing themselves for the Holy Eucharist. 
Thanks to Sacristans, Acolytes, Lectors, and other 

ministers who come early to set up for Mass and who 
refrain from conversations in and around the sanctu-
ary, mindful of people who are in prayer and prepar-
ing for Mass. 
All are welcome to join the fellowship time after 

the Masses. Enjoy coffee and doughnuts after the 
morning Masses on Sundays. Get to know at least one 
new person every weekend. As a church family, we 
grow when we get to know one another. 
We are a Parish community, and as a Church fam-

ily, we are made up of many individuals and families. 
As sons and daughters of our heavenly Father, coming 
from different family backgrounds, cultures, and lan-
guages, cultivating certain habits can help us to be a 
better Church family. We are all creatures of habits. It 
is those habits that make us who we are. 
There are times when we arrive late, are unpre-

pared, are not dressed satisfactorily, or forget to si-
lence some electronic device. Sometimes our children 
will be too noisy or fidgety. Accidents happen. How 
we act on such occasions is part of etiquette. But the 
main etiquette concerns habits, not a rare slip or acci-
dent. It is developing those right habits in ourselves 
and in our children that help our common worship to 
be full, rich, and prayerful. All it takes is charity, 
practice, and patience. Preparing for liturgy mentally, 
spiritually, and physically speaks of its importance 
and value. Therefore: 

ü Schedule liturgy into the family or household weekend 
activities. 

ü Plan ahead as you would for any important occasion. 

ü Prepare for Mass in your household as part of your 
observance of the Lordôs Day. 

ü Allow enough time to account for any transportation 
problems that might arise. 

Because ñbusiness as usualò 
has become the dress code in some workplaces, itôs 
becoming more difficult to know whether dressing  
up for Sunday Mass is necessary. The Liturgy is the 
Lordôs inclusive banquet, but it is neither a State din-
ner nor a beach party. So, what is the dress code? The 
answer is not always clear. The key is modesty and 
appropriateness for the occasion. 
The Eucharist is the Lordôs banquet. Anything that 

inappropriately attracts the attention of others may 
need to be avoided. Thought, charity, flexibility, and 
consideration for others are required by all. Do not 
consider dressing up for church a burden. Err on the 
side of dressing up, not down. Presume that most peo-
ple will wear their best, most appropriate clothing and 
do likewise. Let us convey the importance and value 
of what we take part in by our dress as well. 
At theater productions and concerts, latecomers 

are frowned upon and, in some cases, asked to remain 
in the lobby until an intermission to be seated. Some 
parishes follow this model, and the latecomers are 
asked to wait in the narthex until there is a break in 
the liturgical action of the Mass. What is the point? It 
is to help those who are assembled to pray together 
without interruption. We do not ask the latecomers to 
wait in the entry way at St. Francis. But the key is to 
be sensitive to others, and try to cause the least dis-
traction if you happen to come late one day. Neverthe-
less, it is important to develop the habit of coming at 
least a few minutesðdesirably 15 minutes prior to 
Massðor other liturgical functions. Good planning 
helps. Here are some habits to develop: 
If you arrive ahead of time, greet others as you 

arrive. And greet the persons sitting next to you. Use 
the worship aid during the liturgy. Make space for 
others to sit in any empty pews. Turn off your elec-
tronic devices. 
If you are late, be least disturbing. Look for empty 

seats or seek assistance from the ushers. Choose an ap-
propriate time to join the assembly such as during a song 
or when the assembly is standing but NOT during the 
readings, homily, or when the congregation is seated. 
Know that itôs better to be present even if late than 

to be absent from the assembly all together. Be hospit-
able to those already gathered. Smile and use body lan-
guage that is polite as you silently join the assembly.

Guidelines for Lent 2025 
Lent prepares the faithful to celebrate the Paschal 
Mystery of Christôs suffering, death, and resurrection. 
It is a time for reflection and spiritual renewalða  
time to examine oneôs relationship with God and with 
others. Lent is also the final preparation period for 
catechumens seeking to be baptized at the Easter Vigil. 
As Catholics, the Church calls us to a spirit of re-

pentance and conversionðñto turn away from sin, and 
to be faithful to the Gospel.ò 
Through our traditional practices of prayer, fasting, 

and almsgiving, we express our conversion and pre-
pare to renew our Baptismal promises at Easter. 
Below are the Churchôs definitions of ñfasting and 

abstinence,ò as well as the obligatory minimum re-
quirements that she asks of us. 

ü Abstinence: Meat and poultry are removed 
from our mealsðfish is acceptable. 

ü Fasting: Eat one full meal and two smaller 
mealsðno snacking during the day. 

ü All Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 
should fast on Ash Wednesday and Good  
Friday. 

ü All Catholics 14 years and older are to abstain 
from meat and poultry on Ash Wednesday, all 
the Fridays of Lent, and Good Friday.
